Semester rate payments are due the first week of the new semester.

How many classes?  Children 8 and up are encouraged to take at least two classes per week. This optimizes learning.

Signing Up  Student’s parents need to reserve a place in the class for the upcoming semester. The deposit is $35, which is applied to the fees.

New students and their parents should arrive 15-20 minutes early for the first class. Parents first fill out a release form and pay registration and fees,  

New students wear loose long pants like sweats and a tee shirt. 

Children need time before class to learn bowing etiquette. 

On Time
Children should be on the mat dressed in their uniforms at least 5 minutes before classes begin and proceed to warm up their muscles in a safe, quiet, respectful manner. Children who arrive early are encouraged to play aikido games on the mat with permission of the teacher. They must observe all safety rules. Coming early is fun and improves aikido rapidly.

Leave of absence 
Must be arranged in advance with the chief instructor if possible.  E-mail aikido@nc.rr.com regarding illness or injury requiring more than a week’s recovery.. Make-up arrangements are at the discretion of the chief instructor. 

Belts  Children are not pressured to raise their rank. However, the intensive study increases concentration and attention to detail. It takes 10 to 20 classes minimum for testing.  Children ask permission to work on next level belt and for a test date. Belts are awarded at the discretion of the teacher. A $25 charge is due the day of the test.

Color belt tests are posted under Children at our website, AikiSky.com.
